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What God Does With Our Sin 
 
He removes them. “As far as the east is from the west, [So] far has He re-
moved our transgressions from us” (Psa. 103:12). 
 

He throws them behind His back. “...But You have lovingly [delivered] my 
soul from the pit of corruption, For You have cast all my sins behind Your 
back” (Isa. 38:17). 
 

He covers them so that they cannot be seen. “Blessed [is he whose] trans-
gression [is] forgiven, [Whose] sin [is] covered” (Psa. 32:1). 
 

He forgets them. “[then He adds], ‘Their sins and their lawless deeds I will 
remember no more’ ” (Heb. 10:17). 
 

He casts them in the deepest sea. “He will again have compassion on us, 
And will subdue our iniquities. You will cast all our sins Into the depths of the 
sea” (Micah 7:19). 
 

He forgives our sin in Jesus Christ. “In Him we have redemption through His 
blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace” (Eph. 1:7). 
 

My sin — Oh, the bliss of this glorious thought! 
 

My sin, not in part but the whole, 
 

Is nailed to the cross, and I bear it no more, 
 

Praise the Lord, Praise the Lord, O my soul. 
 

Are you in need of forgiveness? If so, God is willing and ready to forgive 
you. If you’re a child of God and have sinned, the Bible tells us that “If we 
confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive our sins and to cleanse us 
from all unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9). 
 

If you have never come to Christ for the forgiveness of your sin, scripture 
tells you what you need to do. You need to believe upon the Lord Jesus 
Christ (Acts 16:30). Repent of your sins (Acts 17:30). Confess Jesus as Lord 
(Rom. 10:9-10). Lastly, you need to be baptized (Mark 16:16). It is at this 
point that God does all of the above with your sin.
