That Saturday was disconcerting. Heartwrenching. Hopeless. 
Believers have lost their Messiah. Jesus is dead and buried. 

Aside from a few soldiers at the cross (Mt 27:54), Romans and 
pagans likely celebrated their brutal treatment and murder of this 
Man they considered a blasphemer, false prophet, and charlatan. 

Peter, James, John, and the others abandoned their livelihoods 
and endured persecution to follow Him. They lived like drifters, 
fully dependent on God to provide for their every need. They 
denied self for three years to dedicate every waking moment to 
His example and teachings. 

Then Saturday. God in the flesh is dead. The King sleeps in a 
tomb sealed shut. The Way, and the Truth, and the Life (Jn 14:6) 
is no more. 

Think about that for a moment. 

But, thanks to God’s perfect plan, the story doesn’t end there. 
Early Sunday morning, He arose, eternally severing the bonds of 
death. For all of us! 

Like yours, my life is full of Saturdays. Sure, I can shout at that 
cashier who short-changed me. I can host a pity party because my 
neighbors have more stuff than me. I can even blame God for 
“allowing” my disease. 

Or, I can be grateful for the many blessings God graciously 
gives me every day! I can enjoy a life of peace, joy, and contentment 
because I know this world is not my home. That Christ paid for 
my iniquities with His soul-cleansing blood.
