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Don’t Worry, Be Faithful 

 

   We worry a lot, whether it be about our job, what food we’re going to 

eat, whether we’ll have time for this or that, etc. 

   A lot of times we’ll even worry about things that are completely out of 

our control! 

   I saw a sign once that said, “Today I will not worry about things which 

I cannot control.” 

   This is what we need to practice as Christians. 

   Jesus said, “Do not worry then, saying, ‘What will we eat?’ or ‘What 

will we drink?’ or ‘What will we wear for clothing?’ For the Gentiles 

eagerly seek all these things; for your heavenly Father knows that you 

need all these things.” (Matthew 6:31-32 NASB1995) 

   We worry about so much! And yet Jesus repeatedly emphasized, 

“Don’t worry, I’ll take care of you.” 

   Let’s consider how much we worry about what we’re doing for God. 

Sometimes we’ll worry about whether we’re doing enough for God, or 

doing the right things, or how much of an impact the things we’re doing 

actually have. 

   God doesn’t tell us to worry about these things; God tells us to be 

faithful and to trust Him. 

   The scriptures say, “And we know that God causes all things to work 

together for good to those who love God, to those who are called ac-

cording to His purpose.” (Romans 8:28 NASB1995) 

   Be faithful to God, follow His commands, and don’t worry about the 

rest, because God will take care of everything. 

   “Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and do not lean on your own 

understanding.” (Proverbs 3:5 NASB 1995) 

   Don’t worry, ‘Did I say the right thing?’ or, ‘What are they going to do 

now with what I’ve said to them?’ 

   Trust in God after you’ve done all that you can.
