“WHAT A FRIEND 
WE HAVE IN JESUS: 

FRIEND OF SINNERS” 
(Luke 1:26-37) 
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Restoring the Wanderer 
(Jas. 5:19-20) 

 

James talks about how faith can make a difference in our daily life 
(instructing us in the truth about trials, the use of the tongue, hear-
ing and doing the will of God, loving our neighbor, etc). At the end 
of his letter, he shows us that he was not just giving an academic 
analysis but a call to action. Those who have strayed from the truth 
of the gospel must be brought back! 

The possibility of wandering away (v. 19). James clearly 
teaches that a Christian can stray from the truth. He’s not talking 
about open rebellion here but a gradual drifting from the truth. 
That’s how most folks stray. They gradually drift away. The Bible 
clearly teaches that we can drift from the truth (Heb. 3:12-13; 1 Cor. 
10:1-13; Col. 1:21-23). There are many other verses that I could use 
to support that one can fall from grace. 

The responsibility of restoring the wanderer (v. 20). Too 
many of us think of Christianity as a “lone ranger” type thing, as if 
we do not need each other in our struggle against evil. Nothing 
could be further from the truth. The responsibility to bring those 
who stray back to the truth falls upon all of us. It’s not always easy 
to do, but we must! Let me give you a few steps: (1) Go! Most fail 
here. (2) In a loving way, ask him or her, “What’s going on?” (3) 
Share some Scripture about God’s love for them. (4) Read 1 John 
1:9. (5) Ask them if they are ready to come back home. (6) Pray 
with them. 

The results of restoring the wanderer (v. 20). James says, 
“Let him know that he who turns a sinner from the error 
of his way will save a soul from death and will cover a 
multitude of sins” (Jas. 5:20). This verse expresses the seri-
ousness of wandering away from God. James says we will save a 
soul from death. The result is the salvation of a soul! 

Do you know someone who has wandered from the faith? Are you 
concerned enough to go and bring them back?
